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Stuart has also created shark feeding experiences for the general public, allowing him to promote better understanding of these fish, and create reasons for people to care about sharks and protect them. Stuart has created experiences for more than 50,000 people, turning these divers into shark advocates. He has also lobbied on behalf of sharks in the Bahamas, resulting in the Bahamas becoming a shark sanctuary. It is estimated that each shark has a tourism value of $250,000, and that shark experiences have contributed more than $800 million to the Bahamian economy in the past 20 years.
-Hi, Stuart! What made you choose this career?
--I love my profession, because this is very interesting, amazing and I get a lot of emotions from this job, but sometimes it is very dangerous. My career start at Bahamas when I was 19. I was a great diver and I was offered to work with tiger sharks (one of the most dangerous of sharks) for 150S. It starts from film “Only for your eyes”, I got casting and I invited to work with sharks.
-Have you ever being bitten by sharks?
--Yes, I was bitten twice. It was very painful.
-Shoot sharks – is it difficult?
--I can open the secret. In the most cases we shooting the doll-sharks or robot-sharks this is very enough, but sometimes it so hard, because I need to be with real sharks for a long time.
-What do you parents think about your job.
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--My parents think, that I so crazy man, but on Baham each second person work with water (for example: surfing, diving). When I need my parents support me.
-Was you scared when you see the shark first time?
--At Bahamas we always see sharks so I was not so scared. And I prefer works with real sharks.
-Please, tell about film that made your famous.
--My films are watched by a fairly small circle of people. But most popular film was made on cheap digital camera.
-What I need to do if shark attack me?
--First: you can’t panic, because if you panic the shark can become more aggressive.
--Second: don’t move and put you hand to your chess.
-Do you have any tips for teenagers that would like to follow your part?
--The most important thing is that you like your profession. First you need to learn how to swim under water quite a long time and live in a place where sharks are found.
